Therefore He says: “When He
ascended on high, He led captivity captive, and gave gifts to men.” (Now, this, "He ascended’—what does it mean
but that He also first descended into the lower parts of the earth? He who descended is also the One who ascended
far above all the heavens, that He might fill all things.) And He himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets,
some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers.”  (Ephesians 4:7-11)

e 1 Corinthians 7:32-35-- “But I want you to be without care. He who is unmarried cares for the things of the
Lord—how he may please the Lord. But he who is married cares about the things of this world—how he may
please his wife. There is a difference between a wife and a virgin. The unmarried woman cares about the
things of the Lord, that she may be holy both in body and in spirit. But she who is married cares about the
things of this world —how she may please her husband. And this I say for your own profit, not that I may put
a leash on you, but for what is proper, and that you may serve the Lord without distraction.”

e 1 Corinthians 7:8-9-- “But I say to the unmarried and to the widows: 1t is good for them to remain even as I
am; but if they cannot exercise self-control, let them marry. For it is better to marry than to burn with
passion.”

1 Corinthians 7:28-- “if you do marry, you have not sinned; and if a virgin marries, she has not sinned.”
1 Timothy 3:4-5-- “one who rules his own house, having his children in submission with all reverence (for if
a man does not know how to rule his own house, how will he take care of the church of God?)”

1 Corinthians 13:1-3

“Though I speak with the tongues of men and angels, but have not love, 1 have become sounding brass and a
clanging cymbal. And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and
though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, but have not love, I am nothing. And though I bestow all
my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be burned, but have not love, it profits me nothing.” (1
Corinthians 13:1-3)
