The psalmist’s prayer for the king is realized and answered in and through 
Christ the King, and through our participation in His dominion through our union 
with Him.

God ultimately heals all of the effects of sin, including all of our physical 
infirmities, at the Last Day and in the Resurrection of our bodies. But all 
of this is based upon a more fundamental redemption: the removal of 
the guilt of our sin through His atoning death, the efficacy of which was 
sealed in His resurrection.

Distribution of Elements

Because we believe that wine was used in the Last Supper and is thus 
more in accord with the fullness of symbolism intended by God in the 
Lord's Supper, we offer and encourage wine for those who take part in 
Communion. For those with conscientious convictions against the use of 
wine, however, we offer grape juice, which is contained in the inner circle of 
the communion trays. The cups containing wine are in the outer circles.
