Catechism Recitation

Confession of Faith, Heidelberg Catechism Lord’s Day 38
Q. What 1s God's will for us in the fourth commandment?

Then He took
the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it,
all of you. For this is My blood of the new covenant, which i1s shed for
many for the remission of sins”. Now, in Christ’s Name, I take these
elements, the bread and the wine, to be set apart by prayer and
thanksgiving to the holy use for which He has appointed them. Let us

O God, You have, by the blood of Your dear Son, set apart for us a
new and a way into the Holiest of All.
