In Galatians 3:15-29, Paul anticipates and answers the
Judaizer’s next objection: “Even if Abraham was justified by faith
alone (Gal. 3:6), when God gave the law to Moses the basis of
salvation changed.” The Judaizers claimed that the law through

Moses replaced the promise through Abraham.
