BC and that he is called ‘a son of a nobody.’ In other words, he was 

known as a usurper. Hazael rules from about 842 to 806 BC and, despite 

some setbacks at the hands of Assyria, manages to wield serious 

military influence in his region. Israel is forced to yield to him 

throughout his reign.”
