Difference Between the Rapture and Second Coming

At the rapture, New 

Testament believers, the 

Church, are taken up to 

heaven (1 Thess 4:17).

At Jesus’ second coming, 

believers return with the 

Lord to the earth (Rev 

19:14).

At the rapture, the Lord 

meets His Bride, the Church, 

in the air (1 Thess 4:17).

At Jesus' second coming, the 

Lord will plant his feet on 

the Mount of Olives (Zech 

14:4) at the same place from 

where He ascended into 

heaven (Acts 1:9-12).

The rapture occurs before 

the Tribulation (1 Thess 5:9; 

Rev 3:10).

The second coming occurs 

after the Tribulation (Rev 

6-19).

The rapture removes 

believers from earth as an 

act of deliverance (1 Thess 

4:13-17; 5:9).

The second coming removes 

unbelievers as an act of 

judgment (Mt 24:40-41).

The rapture will be secret 

and instant (1 Cor 15:50-54).

The second coming will be 

visible to all (Rev 1:7; Mt 

24:29-30).

The rapture is imminent; it 

could take place at any 

moment (Tit 2:13; 1 Thess 

3:13-18; 1 Cor 15:50-54).

The second coming will not 

occur until after certain 

events take place (2 Thess 

2:4; Mt 24:15-30; Rev 6-18).
