Punishment or Warning!

O At first blush this appears to be nothing more than a
punishment on the Egyptians for not letting the
Hebrews leave 1o worship God; however, this is

O To discover the true intent of this sign one must look
at the Hebrew words to understand what God s
communicating to the Egyprians, Hebrews and us

Handfuls of Soot?

O The Hebrew word, translated as soot, is used only in
this passage making its translation difficult ar best

O It's t‘ln.\cly linked to a Hebrew word that means o

breath out in a negative sense = lies oo

O We do know that this is the waste product of the
furnace meaning it is worthless, like chaff o
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Kiln

O This word is also used mainly in Exodus; however, it 1s
used one other time - in Genesis |
Sodom and Gomorrah: The smoke of their destruction

was as the smoke from a kiln (device used 1o refine ore)

O The imagery conveyed is that of refinement of metals
with the byproduct of that process being shown as

worthless: dross and ashes or soor

Rich Imagery in the Bible

O Hebrews are taken out of the “furnace” of Egypt to be
a people of God a4
Egypt is the device that refined the people preparing
them 1o be God's people

Without the furnace of Egypt there would be no Israel

O Thus, God used the kiln, that destroyed Sodom, to
refine His people because He chose them over Egype

But Israel Rejected God

O Israel did not consistently walk in the Law of God but
followed the ways of sinful man, and Satan awis

O Gaod promises to refine Israel, first through the
message of John, the Baprist (Baptism of repentance)

He will purify the priesthood so that they deliver the

message of His Gospel of salvation

God's Word must be clearly, cleanly presented to people
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God Did Not Reject Israel

O Gaod prepares Israel for His Son, their Messiah, our
Savior
