Romans 5:10

10 For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more,
having been reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.

Ephesians 2:3

3 among whom also we all once conducted ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the
flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others.

16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,

3 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?
4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the
dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 5 For if we have been
united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection,

1 Corinthians 6:17

17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.



1 Corinthians 12:12-14

12 For as the body is one and has many members, but all the members of that one body, being many, are
one body, so also is Christ. 13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—whether Jews or
Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been made to drink into one Spirit. 14 For in fact the body is
not one member but many.

Galatians 2:20

20 I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I
now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.

Romans 10:12

12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call
upon Him.

1 Peter 2:9-10
9 But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you
may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; 10 who once

were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained
mercy.

Ephesians 2:12-13

12 that at that time you were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers

from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus
you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ.

Ephesians 4:3-7

3 endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and one Spirit, just
as you were called in one hope of your calling; 5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6 one God and Father
of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.

7 But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift.

Romans &8:17

17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that
we may also be glorified together.

Titus 3:7
7 that having been justified by His grace we should become heirs according to the hope of eternal life.
Ephesians 1:13

13 In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also,
having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,

3 And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, “Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and He will
dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself will be with them and be their God. 4 And
God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying.
There shall be no more pain, for the former things have passed away.”
