After seven sabbaticals, or forty-nine years, they were 

to celebrate the fiftieth year as the “Year of Jubilee.” During 

that year, all debts were canceled, all land was returned to 

the original owners, the slaves were freed, and everybody 

was given a fresh new beginning. This was the Lord’s way of 

balancing the economy and keeping the rich from exploiting 

the poor.

You have been 

set free from bondage; your spiritual debt to the Lord has 

been paid; you are living in “the acceptable year of the 

Lord.”
