When we don’t give thanks, in that moment we’ve become self-focused and self-confident.  

• May our THANKSGIVING be…
 1.  Biblical (seasoned with biblical language)

 2.  Historical (reflecting on the *past*/what God has done)

 3.  Perpetual  (frequent, in all circumstances!)

 4.  Thoughtful  (meditating, pondering, considering)

 5.  Communal  (together, with the flock, together!)

 6.  Joyful   (with happy, exuberant, cheerful hearts!)

THESIS — From Psalm 33, I will give you 3 ways to refocus this Thanksgiving Holiday …

I.SING IN WORSHIP TO GOD! (1-5)
• GOD’S PRAISE

 Our God saved us so we sing of Him!
1. sing joyfully (1)
2. sing dutifully  (1b)
3. sing thankfully  (2a)
4. sing loudly (2b-3a)
5. sing knowledgeably (4a)
6. sing biblically (5)

II.STAND IN AWE OF GOD!  (6-17)
• GOD’S PROTECTION

A.God’s Creation (6-9)
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B.God’s Counsel (10-12)

C.God’s Condescension & Care (13-17)

• Stand in awe at God’s creation of the world!
• Stand in awe at God the Creator who works out His perfect plan providentially and perfectly!
• Stand in awe at God’s regeneration of rebel souls!
• Stand in awe at God’s condescension in Jesus Christ
• Stand in awe at God’s propitiation of furious anger!
• Stand in awe at God’s compassion for His children!

III.SECURE YOUR HOPE IN GOD!  (18-22)
• GOD’S POWER

1. Consider the eye of the Lord (18a)
2. the love of the Lord (18b)
3. the deliverance of the Lord (19)
4. the Protection of the Lord (20)
5. The Worthiness of the Lord  (21-22)
