1. Read Luke 4:9-12.  How does a passage like this motivate you to read Scripture more carefully, being sure you

2. Read Hebrews 10:32-34; 11:15-16; 24-26; 35.  How do passages like these help you to get the ridicule and 
mistreatment for being a Christian in perspective? 

3. Read Ephesians 4:26-27; 31.  What are some of the particular temptations you face as you grapple with your 
“natural” reactions to being mistreated?  How does identifying these temptations ahead of time help you combat 
them when you encounter them? 

4. Read Romans 12:17-21.  What are some of the specific prayers you can and 
should pray for your opponents “when you are hated, excluded, reviled or spurned 
on account of the Son of Man?” 

5. Read 1 Peter 2:21-23.  How can you keep this ultimate example in your mind next 
time you are tempted to “revile in return?”
