We need to be biblical in the way we speak about the Christian life. The Gospel does not merely confront
our wills with the raw demands of God’s law. It wins our hearts with the message of God’s goodness and
love! It celebrates Jesus’ perfect legal obedience on behalf of his people. It announces that the legal
penalties due to us were absorbed by him. Finally it reminds us of his Holy Spirit who enables us to do
what is right. In a word, Jesus frees us from fear of God’s moral law to find pleasure in that law — it’s
holy and righteous and good!
