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Are you at peace with God?
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If you are not at peace with God, you will not
be at peace with fellow man.
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Colossians 3:6
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How you interact with others speaks volumes
about whether you are in a position of wrath
or peace with God.
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What does Christ ruling of
your heart look like?
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A person who has been saved should
increasingly reflect the rule of Christ in the
way they interact with others.

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1. The Word of God was central to church.

2. Ministry was not reserved only for the
elders but was to be commonplace
among every believer.
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3. Various forms of music and lyrics were
used to glorify God.
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4. An attitude of thankfulness
permeated their worship.
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There was liberty among the early churches to
sing “psalms” from the book of Psalms,
“hymns” of which lyrics had already been
written, and “spiritual songs” which were still
being written.
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As a new creation, Christ rule and reign in you
should permeate every aspect of your being,
so that all of your words and actions should

be reflective of the name that you bare.

1. Read Luke 10:25-37 about the

Good Samaritan. What lesson was
Christ teaching?

How can we apply this passage to
our lives?

. Read Romans 12:9-13. In this

passage, Paul writes similarly to the
Romans as he did to the Colossians
in 3:12-17. What similarities can
you spot?

. Read over the list in Col. 3:12-17.

What if you had a group of people
who truly tried to live like Paul
prescribes? Do you think that
would be an amazing group of
people to do life with? This
is exactly what we are to have in the
local church. Why do you think that
this type of unity is difficult to
achieve. Think of a few problems
and how to solve them.

4. In light of Col. 3:12-17 how would

you advise a Christian who was
offended by another church
member?

. Many churches have separate

worship services with different
styles of worship music. Do you
think this is a good idea? Why or
why not.

. Read Colossians 3:16. Who is called

upon to teach and admonish?
This passage teaches

that it was commonplace for the
church to be engaged in teaching
and admonishing one another. Why
do think it is that this type of
ministry has diminished or even
been lost in many churches?

What can we do to be better at
teaching and admonishing each
other on a regular basis?
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
