First Sign - Second Triad

O The tirst triad was basically spiritual; that is, the
physical signs pointed to spiritual problems that left
uncorrected would resulr in spiritual death (juse as
physical death is a metaphor tor the spiritual death
since the soul never ceases to exist)

The second triad demonstrates the destructive nature
of demonic spinitual forces in the material world
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Pharaoh as High Priest

O God commands Maoses to confront Pharaoh at the Nile
while he is about his priestly duties interceding for his
people to maintain Ma'ar

O Pharaoh truly believes that he has access to true
spiritual beings, and power, to achieve a balance
between success and failure (zood and evil) for his
culture, God is going to disabuse him of this thought

The Intercessory Request
