CONFESSION OF FAITH XIV. OF SAVING FAITH

I. Our The grace of faith, whereby the elect are enabled to believe to the saving of their
souls, is the work of the Spirit of Christ in their hearts, and is ordinarily wrought by the
ministry of the word: by which also, and by the administration of the sacraments, and
prayer, it is increased and strengthened.

IL. By this faith, a Christian believeth to be true whatsoever is revealed in the word, for
the authority of God himself speaking therein; and acteth differently upon that which
each particular passage thereof containeth; yielding obedience to the commands,
trembling at the threatenings, and embracing the promises of God for this life and that
which is to come. But the principal acts of saving faith are, accepting, receiving, and
resting upon Christ alone for justification, sanctification, and eternal life, by virtue of
the covenant of grace.

CONFESSION OF FAITH XXI. OF RELIGIOUS WORSHIP AND THE SABBATH DAY

I. The light of nature showeth that there is a God, who hath lordship and sovereignty over
all; is good, and doeth good unto all; and is therefore to be feared, loved, praised, called
upon, trusted in, and served, with all the heart, and with all the soul, and with all the might.
But the acceptable way of worshipping the true God is instituted by himself, and so limited
by his own revealed will, that he may not be worshipped according to the imaginations and
devices of men, or the suggestions of Satan, under any visible representation, or any other

way not prescribed in the holy scripture.

WESTMINSTER DIRECTORY OF PUBLICK WORSHIP (1645)
Festival days, vulgarly called Holy-days, having no warrant in the word of God, are not to
be continued.
