While Israel had sunk into extreme rebellion and debauchery the people described here 
didn’t care or even begin to grieve the deplorable state of their society. What specific steps can you take to 
avoid this complacent detachment in your life? 

3. Read Ephesians 5:3-4.  What aspects of our society make this a challenging standard for Christians today? 

4. Read James 4:8-10.  Describe this process as you have experienced the 
conviction of sin in your own life. 

5. Read Isaiah 35:8-10.  How do these prophetic promises of God impact your 
current attitude as well as your fortitude?
