THE FALL

= Genesis 3:1-7

= 3 Now the serpent was more crafty than any beast of the field which Yahweh
God had made. And he said to the woman, ‘Indeed, has God said, “You shall
not eat from any tree of the garden’?” 2 And the woman said to the serpent,
“From the fruit of the trees of the garden we may eat; 3 but from the fruit of
the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God said, ‘You shall not eat from
it, and you shall not touch it, lest you die.”” 4 And the serpent said to the
woman, ‘“You surely will not die!

And Yahweh had regard for Abel
and for his offering; 5 but for Cain and for his offering He
had no regard. So Cain became very angry, and his
countenance fell.




NOAH AND THE FLOOD

» Genesis 6:5-8

=5 Then Yahweh saw that the evil of man was great on the
earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was
only evil continually. 6 And Yahweh regretted that He had
made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart. 7
And Yahweh said, “I will blot out man whom I have created
from the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping
things and to birds of the sky; for I regret that I have made
them.” 8 But Noah found favor in the eyes of Yahweh.




SACRIFICE AFTER THE FLOOD

=Genesis 8:20 Then Noah built an altar to Yahweh
and took of every clean animal and of every clean
bird and offered burnt offerings on the altar.




ABREHAM OFFERS ISSAC — GOD PROVIDES
A LAMB

= Genesis 22:1-2

=22 Now it happened after these things, that God tested
Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!” And he said, “Here I
am.” 2 Then He said, ‘““I'ake now your son, your only one,
whom you love, Isaac, and go forth to the land of Moriah,
and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the
mountains of which I will tell you.”




PASSOVER

» Exodus 12:3-7

= 3 Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying, ‘On the tenth of this
month they are each one to take a lamb for themselves, according to
their fathers’ households, a lamb for each household. 4 Now if the
household is too small for a lamb, then he and his neighbor nearest to
his house are to take one according to the number of persons in
them; according to what each man should eat, you are to apportion
the lamb. 5 Your lamb shall be a male, without blemish, a year old,;
you may take it from the sheep or from the goats. 6 And you shall
keep it until the fourteenth day of the same month, then the whole
assembly of the congregation of Israel shall slaughter it at twilight. 7
Moreover, they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two
doorposts and on the lintel of the houses in which they eat it.




RAHAB AND THE SPIES

= Joshua 2:18-21

= 18 unless, when we come into the land, you tie this cord of
scarlet thread in the window through which you let us down, and
gather to yourself into the house your father and your mother
and your brothers and all your father’s household. 19 And it will
be that anyone who Hoes out of the doors of your house into the
street, his blood shall be on his own head, and we shall be free;
but anyone who is with you in the house, his blood shall be on
our head if a hand 1s laid on him. 20 But if you tell this business
of ours, then we shall be free from the oath which you have
made us swear.” 21 And she said, “According to your words, so
be it.”

'S OFFERING AT MT MORIAH

=2 Samuel 24:24-25

= 24 However, the king said to Araunah, “No, but I will surely
buy it from you for a price, for I will not offer burnt
offerings to Yahweh my God which cost me nothing.” So
David bought the threshing floor and the oxen for fifty
shekels of silver. 25 Then David built there an altar to
Yahweh and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings.
Thus Yahweh was moved by the entreaty for the land, and
the plague was checked from being upon Israel.




THE TEMPLE

= ] Chronicles 22:1-4

= 22 Then David said, “This is the house of Yahweh God, and
this is the altar of burnt offering for Israel.” 2 So David said
to gather the sojourners who were in the land of Israel, and
he appointed stonecutters to hew out stones to build the
house of God. 3 And David prepared large quantities of
iron to make the nails for the doors of the gates and for the
clamps, and more bronze than could be weighed; 4 and
timbers of cedar logs beyond number, for the Sidonians
and Tyrians brought large quantities of cedar timber to
David.
