      in your feasts  

       of charity,  

     when they feast  

      with you,  

      feeding themselves  

       without fear:

     15 To execute judgment  

      upon all, and  

     to convince all  

      that are ungodly  

       among them  

      of all their  

       ungodly deeds  

        which they have  

         ungodly committed, and  

      of all their  

       hard speeches 

         which ungodly sinners  

         have spoken  

          against him.”  

   16 These are  

    murmurers,  

    complainers,

     after their own lusts; and  

   their mouth

     great swelling words,

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17 But,  

 beloved,

    which were spoken  before  

     of the apostles  

      of our Lord Jesus Christ;  

   18 How that
