Mary’s concern:

* ‘“she was troubled at his saying”

* Considered what manner of greeting this was”
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Gabriel’s comfort:

* “do not be afraid Mary”

* ‘“‘you have found favor with God”

* “you will concelrve and bring forth a Son”
e “You... shall call His name JESUS”

* “He will be great, and called the Son of the Highest”
* The Lord will give him the Davidic throne

* He will be the King of the Jews
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Mary’s question:

* “How can this be, since I do not know a man?”
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Gabriel’s answer:

* The Holy Spirit will come upon you

* The power of the Highest will overshadow you
* Theretfore, He will be called the Son of God

* Elizabeth has conceived

* Nothing will be impossible for God
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Mary’s submission:

* “pbehold the maidservant of the Lord”

* “let1t be to me according to your word”
