THE LORD'S SUPPER: Also known as “communion”, the Lord’s Supper is rite of 

fellowship between Christ and His people. We invite all who have been initiated into the 
family of God by baptism, and admiUed to table fellowship by the leadership of this or 
some other church, to join in the communion service by faith. If you haven’t been 
baptized, please speak with the pastor or elders before the service if you would like to 
come to join in the Holy Supper.  

CHILDREN: You will notice many children in our service today. Jesus welcomed liUle 
children to Himself, and so we welcome them in our worship service! We understand 
that this means baby noises and wiggly children, and we're fine with that. If your child 
is fussy or needs a liUle time to quiet down, we have a mother's nursery in the side 
room. We’re happy to accommodate your family in any way we can.

among fools. /1 Wisdom is beUer than weapons of war, but one sinner destroys 
much good. 

/2 eDead flies make the perfumer's ointment give off a stench; 
    so a liUle folly outweighs wisdom and honor. 
3 A wise man's heart inclines him to the right, 
    but a fool's heart to the left. 
4 Even when the fool walks on the road, he lacks sense, 
    and he says to everyone that he is a fool. 
5 If the anger of the ruler rises against you, do not leave your place, 
    for calmness will lay great offenses to rest.

CHILDREN’S  LESSON: VALDÉS ’S  CATECHISM .  
Valdés’s Catechism was titled Instructions for Children. It was published in 1549, with earlier 
drafts. The intention is not to have children memorize the statements, but for parents to instruct 
their children.  

28. That Christian faith is the acceptance of this grace of the Gospel, of this 
remission of sins and reconciliation with God, through the justice of God executed in 
Christ (Mk. 1). 

29. That Christian baptism is to the baptized what the ark was to Noah. Just as 
Noah, trusting in God’s word, placed himself in the ark and saved himself from the 
flood together with everything he placed in the ark, so we, trusting in God’s word, 
spoken to us by the Gospel, place ourselves in baptism. We save ourselves and the 
children we place in baptism at God’s judgment, not because we baptize ourselves, 
nor because we baptize them, but through the faith with which we baptize ourselves 
and baptize them (1 Pet. 3). 

30. That true Christians are recognizable among all other men in that they love one 
another jointly with a consuming love very different from every other mode of 
loving, so that love is the token of a Christian (John 13).
