Introduction
l.  One of our greatest needs is to recapture in our lives this vision of a holy God.

. God sets this vision before Isaiah at the time of his ordination.

The Vision of the Holy God
I. The Holy God
A. lsaiah sees the Lord sitting on a throne, in the temple, in His glory.

B. These angels are around the throne calling to each other, “Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of hosts:
the whole earth is full of His glory.” These words reveal the glory of God.

Il. The Necessary Knowledge
A. God is saying to isaiah that what he needed more than anything else at that moment was to
see the Lord sitting on the throne in His holiness. God is teaching Isaiah to fear Him.

B. God is saying to us that what we need more than anything else is to see the glory of God.

il. The Powerful Movement
A. The result of these words spoken by the seraphim was that the posts of the door moved and
the house was filled with smoke,

B. We can be assured that the presence of the holy God will do the same thing in His church.
