There’s safety in war, and danger at home;
The harlot was saved, the Israelite stoned.

Proverb

The tutor asks the question and students respond.
The first verse is the priority in the first year.

What does God say in Joshua 1:9 about facing fear?
“Have I not commanded you?
Be strong and courageous!
Do not be frightened, and do not be dismayed,
for the LORD your God is with you wherever you go.”
Note: Psalm 23 also speaks of God’s presence (v. 4).

What choice does the covenant of God demand?
“...choose this day whom you will serve...
But as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.”
—Joshua 24:15
Note: Elijah also called for this choice (1 Kgs. 18:21).

What choice do people make without government?
“In those days there was no king in Israel;
everyone did what was right in his own eyes.”
—Judges 21:25
Note: The book of Judges shows that w/o government,
moral relativism leads to anarchy, as before the Flood.

The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not want.
He makes me lie down in green pastures.
He leads me beside still waters.
He restores my soul.
He leads me in paths of righteousness
for His name’s sake.
Even though I walk through the valley
of the shadow of death,

in the presence of my enemies;
You anoint my head with oil; my cup overflows.
Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me

Note: Envy is a common vice cited in these proverbs.
It is foolish to envy sinners, because they are punished.

Envy is like coveting.

Coveting
We want to obtain what our neighbor has.
We want to retain what our neighbor needs.

Envy
We do not want our neighbor to have what we want.
As a result, we destroy the gift and/or our neighbor.

Examples of Envy:
Cain, Saul, and the chief priests in framing Jesus.
“Mirror, mirror, on the wall,...” (Snow White).

Three Properties of Addition and Multiplication
Commutative, Associative, and Distributive
Mathematical Operations
Addition: Addend + Addend = Sum
Subtraction: Minuend — Subtrahend = Difference
Multiplication: Factor X Factor = Product
i.e., Multiplier X Multiplicand = Product
Division: Dividend < Divisor = Quotient
Exponentiation: Base raised to a Power (Exponent)

Order of Operations
Please Excuse My Dear Aunt Sally.
Parentheses — can be square brackets, etc.
Exponents
Multiplication and Division
Addition and Subtraction

Note: When there is only multiplication and division,
or addition and subtraction, work from left to right.
