Are there situations and circumstances in which deception is
justified?

Why is it so important that Christians be truthful with one another?

How do you navigate through competing claims of truth from a
multitude of sources in daily life?

Where do you go to find the truth about life?

Why is disobedience to the lordship of Christ a violation of the
Ninth Commandment for the professing Christian?
