God agape loves us because it is His nature.
Agape is unconditional, undeserved, and unbelievable love.

1John 4:20-21

If a man say, | love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for
he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he
love God whom he hath not seen? 21 And this commandment
have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother
also.

Romans 8:38-39

For | am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels,
nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things
to come, 39 Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature,

shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in
Christ Jesus our Lord.

- the extremes of time (present or things to come);
- the extremes of distance (height or depth)
