Life Change Lessons to date: 

1. Make God part of your everyday. 

2. Be willing and wanting to change. 

3. Begin becoming who God has destined you to be. 

4. Live seeking more of God and less of ourselves. 

5. Take on life’s challenges believing God is in control. 

Hebrews 9:27: man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment. 

Question:  What is one thing you can do (today) that you can’t do in heaven? 

Answer:  Share Jesus with someone who doesn’t know Him yet. 

A Subtle Change:

I get to go to church. 

Acts 2:46: Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. 

A Subtle Change: 

I’ve got to pray. 

I get to pray. 

Mark 14:38: Watch and pray so that you will not fall into temptation. The spirit is 

willing, but the body is weak.   

A Subtle Change: 

I’ve got to read the Bible. 

I get to read the Bible. 

Matthew 4:4: Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man does not live on bread alone, but on 

every word that comes from the mouth of God.’” 



The Bible provides Basic Instructions Before Leaving Earth.   

A Subtle Change: 

I’ve got to share Jesus. 

I get to share Jesus. 

Mark 16:15: He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the good news to all 

creation.” 

Reasons We Don’t Share Jesus With Others:   

 
1. Fear of rejection. 

 

1 Peter 4:14: If you are insulted because of the name of Christ, you are blessed, 

for the Spirit of glory and of God rests on you.” 

 

Luke 6:22–23: Blessed are you when men hate you, when they exclude you and 

insult you and reject your name as evil, because of the Son of Man. 

Rejoice in that day and leap for joy, because great is your reward in 

heaven.
