Kit Culver on Faith 
“Therefore, faith isn’t agreement with information or confidence of a certain outcome; it is the nature and orientation of an 
all-comprehending relationship with God in Christ by the Spirit; it is owning Jesus Christ as He really is and ordering one’s 
life on the basis of who He is, what He’s accomplished and what it means to be found in Him and share in His life and 
destiny as the Last Adam (cf. Romans 6-8; Galatians 3-6; Philippians 2-3; Colossians 1-3; 2 Timothy 2:8-14 etc). This is 
the “obedience of faith” and its absence constitutes disobedience” (p. 86).
