e Paul commends the readers for being “faithful in Christ.

e The Father has “blessed us in Christ.”

o We have redemption “in him.”

e “In him” we were marked with the seal of Holy Spirit
This idea. that we are “in Christ” in various ways, is found over 150 times
in Paul’s letters. We find our identity “in Christ™ as Christian believers. Our
spiritual address is “in Christ.” We are at home when we are “in Christ.”
