See the Glory of the LORD in His Care (vs. 10-12)

= The great distinction that most people won’t see (1 Corinthians 2.14)
o When tolerance is politically correct and normal

= Those who love the LORD are called to action

=  What does God hate? What does God love?
o John 3.16-17; John 10.16

To see the glory of God as the goal of global missions

=  Remember the victory!

= God’s people go (or send missionaries) to every tribe and language and people and nation to sing of the
victory of Jesus Christ over God’s enemies so that all will see the glory of God

= Singing salvation’s song
