Scripture References

Matthew 8:1 When Jesus came down from the mountain, large crowds
followed Him. 2 And a leper came to Him and bowed down before
Him, and said, “Lord, if You are willing, You can make me clean.” 3
Jesus stretched out His hand and touched him, saying, “I am willing;
be cleansed.” And immediately his leprosy was cleansed. 4 And Jesus
said to him, “See that you tell no one; but go, show yourself to the
priest and present the offering that Moses commanded, as a testimony
to them.”

Mark 1:40 And a leper came to Jesus, beseeching Him and falling on
his knees before Him, and saying, “If You are willing, You can make
me clean.” 41 Moved with compassion, Jesus stretched out His hand
and touched him, and said to him, “I am willing; be cleansed.” 42
Immediately the leprosy left him and he was cleansed. 43 And He
sternly warned him and immediately sent him away, 44 and He said to
him, “See that you say nothing to anyone; but go, show yourself to the
priest and offer for your cleansing what Moses commanded, as a
testimony to them.” 45 But he went out and began to proclaim it
freely and to spread the news around, to such an extent that Jesus
could no longer publicly enter a city, but stayed out in unpopulated
areas; and they were coming to Him from everywhere.

Leviticus 13:45 “As for the leper who has the infection, his clothes
shall be torn, and the hair of his head shall be uncovered, and he shall
cover his mustache and cry, ‘Unclean! Unclean!’ 46 He shall remain
unclean all the days during which he has the infection; he is unclean.
He shall live alone; his dwelling shall be outside the camp.

1 Samuel 15:22 Samuel said, “Has the LORD as much delight in burnt
offerings and sacrifices As in obeying the voice of the LORD?
Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, And to heed than the fat of
rams.

John 14:15 “If you love Me, you will keep My commandments.”

Matthew 26:51 And behold, one of those who were with Jesus



reached and drew out his sword, and struck the slave of the high priest
and cut off his ear. 52 Then Jesus said to him, “Put your sword back
into its place; for all those who take up the sword shall perish by the
sword. 53 Or do you think that I cannot appeal to My Father, and He
will at once put at My disposal more than twelve legions of angels? 54
How then will the Scriptures be fulfilled, which say that it must
happen this way?”

John 5:19 Therefore Jesus answered and was saying to them, “Truly,
truly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, unless it is
something He sees the Father doing; for whatever the Father does,
these things the Son also does in like manner. 20 For the Father loves
the Son, and shows Him all things that He Himself is doing; and the
Father will show Him greater works than these, so that you will
marvel.

John 5:30  “I can do nothing on My own initiative. As I hear, I judge;
and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My own will, but the
will of Him who sent Me.
 
John 5:11 But he answered them, “He who made me well was the one
who said to me, ‘Pick up your pallet and walk.’” 12 They asked him,
“Who is the man who said to you, ‘Pick up your pallet and walk’?” 13
But the man who was healed did not know who it was, for Jesus had
slipped away while there was a crowd in that place. 14 Later Jesus
found him in the temple and said to him, “Behold, you have become
well; do not sin anymore, so that nothing worse happens to you.” 

John 9:1 As He passed by, He saw a man blind from birth. 2 And His
disciples asked Him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that
he would be born blind?” 3 Jesus answered, “It was neither that this
man sinned, nor his parents; but it was so that the works of God might
be displayed in him. 

Matthew 9:1 Getting into a boat, Jesus crossed over the sea and came
to His own city.   2 And they brought to Him a paralytic lying on a
bed. Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralytic, “Take courage, son;
your sins are forgiven.” 3 And some of the scribes said to themselves,
“This fellow blasphemes.” 4 And Jesus knowing their thoughts said,

“Why are you thinking evil in your hearts? 5 Which is easier, to say,
‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or to say, ‘Get up, and walk’? 6 But so that
you may know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive
sins”--then He said to the paralytic, “Get up, pick up your bed and go
home.” 7 And he got up and went home. 8 But when the crowds saw
this, they were awestruck, and glorified God, who had given such
authority to men.

Mark 2:1 When He had come back to Capernaum several days
afterward, it was heard that He was at home. 2 And many were
gathered together, so that there was no longer room, not even near the
door; and He was speaking the word to them. 3 And they came,
bringing to Him a paralytic, carried by four men. 4 Being unable to
get to Him because of the crowd, they removed the roof above Him;
and when they had dug an opening, they let down the pallet on which
the paralytic was lying. 5 And Jesus seeing their faith said to the
paralytic, “Son, your sins are forgiven.” 6 But some of the scribes
were sitting there and reasoning in their hearts, 7 “Why does this man
speak that way? He is blaspheming; who can forgive sins but God
alone?” 8 Immediately Jesus, aware in His spirit that they were
reasoning that way within themselves, said to them, “Why are you
reasoning about these things in your hearts? 9 Which is easier, to say
to the paralytic, ‘Your sins are forgiven’; or to say, ‘Get up, and pick
up your pallet and walk’? 10 But so that you may know that the Son
of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins” - He said to the
paralytic, 11 “I say to you, get up, pick up your pallet and go home.”
12 And he got up and immediately picked up the pallet and went out
in the sight of everyone, so that they were all amazed and were
glorifying God, saying, “We have never seen anything like this.”

John 2:23  Now when He was in Jerusalem at the Passover, during the
feast, many believed in His name, observing His signs which He was
doing. 24 But Jesus, on His part, was not entrusting Himself to them,
for He knew all men, 25 and because He did not need anyone to
testify concerning man, for He Himself knew what was in man.

Psalm 51:4 Against You, You only, I have sinned And done what is
evil in Your sight, So that You are justified when You speak And
blameless when You judge.
