Swerving vs. Solid
Doctrinal error in the church takes on many forms. To state the
obvious, it is always damaging.

Solidly
established on His foundation believers can be assured they have the
fruth, but also that they will not be deceived by falsehood if they are
careful students of Scripture. God knows His own and will not let those
He has put his seal upon them slide info the pit of soul-destroying
heresy.
