§ Paul wrote epistles to Corinth and Ephesus
§ Revelation 2:1-7 concerns the church in Ephesus
§ Acts 20:17-36 = Paul’s message to the elders of 

the church in Ephesus

Acts 19:1  (LEB)
And it happened that while Apollos was in 
Corinth, Paul traveled through the inland 
regions and came to Ephesus and found some 
disciples.  
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§ Luke 3:15-18 shows that JTB spoke of the Holy 
Spirit and the coming One

Acts 19:2-3  (LEB)
And he said to them, “Did you receive the Holy 
Spirit when you believed?” And they said to 
him, “But we have not even heard that there is 
a Holy Spirit!” And he said, “Into what then 
were you baptized?” And they said, “Into the 
baptism of John.”
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§ Luke implies that they believed
§ They were baptized “into the name”
§ Repentance is thematic in Luke/Acts

Acts 19:4-5  (LEB)
And Paul said, “John baptized with a baptism of 
repentance, telling the people that they should 
believe in the one who was to come after him—
that is, in Jesus.” And when they heard this, 
they were baptized in the name of the Lord 
Jesus.
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A.  Paul  finds ‘some’ disciples (19:1b)
B.  Q & A regarding Holy Spirit (19:2)

C.  Q & A regarding baptism (19:3)
D. Paul on JTB’s baptism & Jesus (19:4)
