3. Some fell among thorns 3. Response like seed among thorns
4. Some fell on good soil 4. Response like seed on good soil

Notice: The same sower

The same seed (word)

Different results

Conclusion: The results depend upon the soil
e This was true when Jesus proclaimed the good news (gospel)

e This is true when Jesus followers proclaim the good news (gospel)
