What makes the New Covenant better?

Under the New Covenant, God does more
than write the rules on stone tablets, He
writes them in the hearts and minds of all

members of the New Covenant.

In the New Covenant, God says:

1. I will put my laws into their minds.

2. | will write them on their hearts.

3. I will be their God and they shall be my
people.

Hebrews

Under the New Covenant, there is a
supernatural internal difference that is
accomplished by God Himself on behalf of
His people. The difference from “we will” to
“I will" is what makes the New Covenant
different from the Old Covenant.

Unlike the Old Covenant, all members
of the New Covenant know God, they
have the Holy Spirit, and have been
forgiven of their sins by God.

Why was God so specific about the place
where people went to worship Him?

Because, the place of worship was designed
by God to teach the people theology.

Under the New Covenant we do not see
emphasis given to the place of worship like
we do under the Old Covenant.

Under the New Covenant Christ has fulfilled
both the regulations of the Old Covenant
and all that the “place of holiness” (the
tabernacle) were meant to teach mankind.
