Sermon: Isaiah 53:3

The Servant of God as a Man of sorrows.

1. The immense sorrow was inflicted by the LORD, in His fierce anger.
2. His human agony in body and soul was the most intense suffering.
3. He willingly suffered this sorrow to fulfill the pleasure of the LORD.

The Heidelberg Catechism

37. Q. What do you confess when you say that He suffered?

A. During all the time He lived on earth, but especially at the end, Christ
bore in body and soul the wrath of God against the sin of the whole
human race.[1] Thus, by His suffering, as the only atoning
sacrifice,[2] He has redeemed our body and soul from everlasting
damnation,[3] and obtained for us the grace of God, righteousness,
and eternal life.[4]

40. Q. Why was it necessary for Christ to humble Himself even unto

death?

A. Because of the justice and truth of God[1] satisfaction for our sins
could be made in no other way than by the death of the Son of
God.[2]

A. In my greatest sorrows and temptations I may be assured and
comforted that my Lord Jesus Christ, by His unspeakable anguish,
pain, terror, and agony, which He endured throughout all His
sufferings[1] but especially on the cross, has delivered me from the

anguish and torment of hell.[2]
