What does the
Word of God say about that sin(s) and how can the Word of God and your brothers and sisters
help you in this battle?

Like Canaan sexual sin is pervasive in our culture. If you currently struggle with sexual purity
what steps would the Lord have you take to help in this battle?

Do you typically respond to an evil done against you in a godly or an ungodly way? How would
the Lord have you to grow in this area of your life?

Do you find it difficult to confess your sin? What are some reasons that you find confession of
sin difficult and how might the study of this passage be an encouragement to grow in this area of

your life?

In what primary way should your life be affected by this passage this week?
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
