Generosity

> Boaz will not let Ruth return -handed to Naomi. So, Ruth takes home six
measures of barley—probably pounds of grain.

» Naomi seems not to notice the big bag of barley—she only wants to know what Boaz said.

» Ruth: "God hasn’t only met our need for food; He is meeting our need for a . So
even though God brought you back to Bethlehem empty, He hasn’t you empty. He

has filled your hands with food ... and he will fill your heart with a family.”

» Naomi: “Just wait a little longer, my daughter ... it won’t be long until you learn how it all turns
out. Boaz won't rest until the matter is settled. He isn’t just a man of overwhelming
generosity; he’s a man of impeccable integrity.”

» In Naomi’s words about Boaz, we should be hearing echoes of and seeing
reflections of Jesus. 1 Peter 3:18 ... Acts 4:12 ... Galatians 3:26 ...

The Takeaways

1. Integrity in life’s moments is in a thousand moments.
Psalm 101:2, “I will ponder the way that is blameless ... I will walk with integrity of heart
within my house.”

2. God’s presence with you you to retain your integrity in situation.
