
Righteousness Speaks 
Romans 10:5–9 

 
God is righteous and the need for God’s righteousness is agreed upon by everyone. How to 
attain God’s righteousness is the question. One side seeks to earn God’s righteousness 
through the works of the law, and the other receives God’s righteousness through faith.  
 
For Moses writes about the righteousness which is of the law, "THE MAN WHO DOES THOSE 
THINGS SHALL LIVE BY THEM."  

• Righteousness through the law is a never-ending pursuit of flawless obedience. 

• Law and faith are incompatible - Galatians 3:12 Yet the law is not of faith, but 
"THE MAN WHO DOES THEM SHALL LIVE BY THEM."  

 

But the righteousness of faith speaks in this way, - Righteousness is personified and explains 
itself to settle the issue: (1) correct wrong thinking; (2) Explain right thinking. 
 
"DO NOT SAY IN YOUR HEART, 'WHO WILL ASCEND INTO HEAVEN?' " (that is, to bring Christ 
down from above) or, " 'WHO WILL DESCEND INTO THE ABYSS?' " (that is, to bring Christ up 
from the dead).  

• Righteousness has not changed from the Old Testament - Deuteronomy 30:11–20 

• Righteousness has never been unattainable but attainable, not through the works 
of the law, but as accessible as the mouth and heart.  

• Righteousness is not too far to reach or at an impossible location to return from. 

• Do not say in your heart, “Christ is not the LORD from heaven.” 

• Christ has come down from heaven - John 6:38 For I have come down from 
heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.  

• Do not say in your heart, “Christ did not rise from the dead.”  

• Christ has risen from the dead - John 10:17–18 Therefore My Father loves Me, 
because I lay down My life that I may take it again. No one takes it from Me, but 
I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it 
again. This command I have received from My Father. 

• Israel rejected Christ as the LORD and His resurrection - John 2:13–22 
 
But what does it say? “THE WORD IS NEAR YOU, IN YOUR MOUTH AND IN YOUR HEART” 
(that is, the word of faith which we preach):  

• The correct way of thinking is that righteousness is accessible. 

• The word of faith is the preaching of the gospel message - Romans 1:1–4  
 
That if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has 
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  

• Receiving the righteousness of God is as easy as saying, “Jesus is Lord!” 

• Receiving the righteousness of God is as easy as believing God raised Him from the 
dead!
