of others;d moderation of our judgments, wills, and affections concerning
worldly goods;e a provident care and study to get,f keep, use, and dispose these
things which are necessary and convenient for the sustentation of our nature,
and suitable to our condition;g a lawful calling,h and diligence in it;i frugality;j

avoiding unnecessary law–suits,k and suretiship, or other like engagements;l and
an endeavour, by all just and lawful means, to procure, preserve, and further the
wealth and outward estate of others, as well as our own.m
