How is the heart
attitude behind being a man-pleaser (Gal 1:10) different from the heart attitude behind living
as Paul instructs in 1 Corinthians 10:32-33?

How should 1 Corinthians 11:1 inform the way we view and relate to spiritual leaders,
including our elders and deacons, other preachers of God’s word, and Christian parents?

Christ is our ultimate example in the matters taught in 10:31-33. What is one aspect of
Christ’s example that stands out to you right now? Why?

What is the primary way your heart should be affected by this sermon this week? What is the
primary way your actions should be affected?
