Call to Worship

The picture of the worship of the risen Lamb in Heaven provides
the call for our worship today.

Revelation 5 esv

1 Then | saw in the right hand of him who was seated on the throne
a scroll written within and on the back, sealed with seven seals. 2 And
| saw a mighty angel proclaiming with a loud voice, “Who is worthy
to open the scroll and break its seals?” s And no one in heaven or on
earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll or to look into
it, 4and | began to weep loudly because no one was found worthy
to open the scroll or to look into it. s And one of the elders said

to me, “Weep no more; behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the
Root of David, has conquered, so that he can open the scroll and its
seven seals.” ¢ And between the throne and the four living creatures
and among the elders | saw a Lamb standing, as though it had been
slain, with seven horns and with seven eyes, which are the seven
spirits of God sent out into all the earth. 7And he went and took the
scroll from the right hand of him who was seated on the throne. s
And when he had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the
twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each holding a harp,
and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints. 9
And they sang a new song, saying, “Worthy are you to take the scroll
and to open its seals, for you were slain, and by your blood you
ransomed people for God from every tribe and language and people
and nation, 10and you have made them a kingdom and priests to our
God, and they shall reign on the earth.” 11 Then | looked, and | heard
around the throne and the living creatures and the elders the voice
of many angels, numbering myriads of myriads and thousands of
thousands, 12saying with a loud voice, “Worthy is the Lamb who was
slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and might and honor
and glory and blessing!” 13 And | heard every creature in heaven and
on earth and under the earth and in the sea, and all that is in them,
saying, “To him who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing
and honor and glory and might forever and ever!” 14 And the four liv-
ing creatures said, “Amen!” and the elders fell down and worshiped.

The essence of this confession is death and life, and the power of
the Resurrection to transform us, to which we appeal as we pray.

Corporate Confession: O most merciful Father,VWho gives life to
everything that breathes and VWhose eyes are too pure to gaze upon
iniquity, we lay before You our sin and uncleanness in utter shame

and humiliation. In direct defiance of our continuing debt to live unto
You, acknowledge You, serve You, and obey You, we have turned into
ourselves and to our own way, pursuing our own ends as if we could
create our own meaning, so rendering ourselves liable to Your just
wrath and the penalty of death.We despise our ways, but confess that
we are utterly powerless to change them or to please You truly to any
degree. But we remember that You have declared Yourself to be the
gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger and abounding in love
and faithfulness.We thus cast ourselves upon Your mercy, believing
Your precious promise that those who come to You,You will in no
wise cast out.We know and trust that, for the sake of Your dear Son,
our Savior,You will not only forgive both our sins and our sin, but also
grant us power like unto that by which You raised Him from the dead
to walk in newness of life, not for the sake of any merit which we
obtain thereby, but solely for the glory of the Name which is above
every name, in which we offer this our prayer.Amen.

Assurance of Pardoning Grace

The heart of God’s work in the gospel, as outlined in this summary
passage, is God’s making alive of those who were “dead in...
trespasses and sins.”

Ephesians 2:1-10 esv

1 And you were dead in the trespasses and sins 2in which you once
walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of the
power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of dis-
obedience— samong whom we all once lived in the passions of our



flesh, carrying out the desires of the body and the mind, and were by
nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind. 4But God, being
rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us, s
even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together
with Christ—Dby grace you have been saved— ¢and raised us up
with him and seated us with him in the heavenly places in Christ
Jesus, 7so that in the coming ages he might show the immeasurable
riches of his grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. s For by
grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own
doing; it is the gift of God, s not a result of works, so that no one
may boast. 10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for
good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk
in them.

Sermon

“Dry Bones and Resurrection” (Rev. Mike Biggs)
* Ezekiel 37:1-14 esv

1 The hand of the Lord was upon me, and he brought me out in the
Spirit of the Lord and set me down in the middle of the valley; it
was full of bones. 2 And he led me around among them, and behold,
there were very many on the surface of the valley, and behold, they
were very dry. 3 And he said to me, “Son of man, can these bones
live?” And | answered, “O Lord God, you know.” 4 Then he said to
me, “Prophesy over these bones, and say to them, O dry bones,
hear the word of the Lord. s Thus says the Lord God to these bones:
Behold, | will cause breath to enter you, and you shall live. ¢ And |
will lay sinews upon you, and will cause flesh to come upon you,
and cover you with skin, and put breath in you, and you shall live,
and you shall know that | am the Lord.” 7So | prophesied as | was
commanded. And as | prophesied, there was a sound, and behold,

a rattling, and the bones came together, bone to its bone. s And |
looked, and behold, there were sinews on them, and flesh had come
upon them, and skin had covered them. But there was no breath in
them. 9 Then he said to me, “Prophesy to the breath; prophesy, son
of man, and say to the breath, Thus says the Lord God: Come from
the four winds, O breath, and breathe on these slain, that they may
live.” 10So | prophesied as he commanded me, and the breath came
into them, and they lived and stood on their feet, an exceedingly
great army. 11 Then he said to me, “Son of man, these bones are the
whole house of Israel. Behold, they say, ‘Our bones are dried up,
and our hope is lost; we are indeed cut off.” 12 Therefore prophesy,
and say to them, Thus says the Lord God: Behold, | will open your
graves and raise you from your graves, O my people. And | will bring
you into the land of Israel. 13 And you shall know that | am the Lord,
when | open your graves, and raise you from your graves, O my
people. 14 And | will put my Spirit within you, and you shall live, and

I will place you in your own land. Then you shall know that | am the
Lord; | have spoken, and | will do it, declares the Lord.”
