Practical Lessons

1) Never underestimate the power of conscience.

2) True repentance necessarily involves turning away from sin.

3) Jesus will judge all who refuse to come to Him in faith (Acts 17:31; Rom. 2:16; 2 Cor. 5:10; 2 Tim. 4:1).

4) Jesus is full of tender mercy for all those who come to Him in faith.
