1. He came from heaven therefore  
He knows the way to heaven. 

In my Father’s house are many rooms…  Jn. 14:2 

He had also descended into the lower regions, the earth.   Eph. 4:9


No one has ascended into heaven except He who descended from heaven, the Son of 
Man.   Jn. 3:13


Though He was in the form of God… but made Himself nothing… being born in the 
likeness of men.

Bosom - intimate access/closeness oneness


Father glorify Me in Your own presence with the glory that I had with You before the 
world existed.

2. He is the door – the way into heaven.  

Truly, truly I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. Jn. 10:7


I am the door, if anyone enters by Me, He will be saved… (9)


Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter the sheepfold by the door but climbs in 
by another way, that man is a thief and a robber. Jn. 10:1


I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

The First and the Last 
Isa. 41:4 – I, the Lord, the first and with the last, I am He. 
Isa. 44:6 – I am the first and I am the last; besides me there is no god. 
Isa. 48:12 – I am the first and I am the last.  
Rev. 22:13 – I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and 
the end. 


“First” – from Me all things come to 	 	 be. 
“Last” – To Me all things return.


… and the Living One. I died and behold I am alive forevermore and I have the keys of 
death and Hades.  Re. 1:17-18


Have the gates of death been revealed to you or have you seen the gates of deep 
darkness?  Job 38:17


“I died” – became dead

“I am alive forevermore” – (present tense)  “The one who lives.”  

We know that Christ, being raised from the dead will never die again, death no longer 
has dominion over Him. Rom. 6:9




I have the keys of death and Hades. 


“keys” – authority of access
