Matthew28&:11-15 TheChurch Must Proclaim the Resurrection —
the World Won’t

Theme: The church must always actively speak truth,
confronting this evil plan

The evil plan...
1. ...has to deal with an inconvenient truth, and we speak truth
2. ...depends on the love of money, and we speak truth
3. ...requires outright lies creating an alternate reality, but we
speak truth

4. ...has allowed that alternate reality “life” to this day, yet we
speak truth
