Date of Writing: The Book of 1 Chronicles 
was likely written between 450 and 425 B.C.

Key Verses: 1 chronicles 11:1-2; 21:13; 29:11

For you when you speak of Ezra you are talking 
about after the exile. Actually, 1-2 Chronicles 
covers the longest period of any of the books of 
the
Bible, beginning with Adam and ending with the 
decree of Cyrus, King of Persia, in 536 B.C. 
authorizing the Jews to go back to Jerusalem to

Genealogies;
Chapters 9:24-12:40  DaviD’s ascent;

Foreshadowings:
In DaviD’s song of thanksgiving to God in 1 
Chronicles 16:33, he refers to the time when 
God will come “to judge the earth.” This 
foreshadows Matthew 25, in which Jesus 
describes the time when He will come to judge 
the earth.
