Honestly, when 
we get into a deep struggle we tend to justify, “Well, Jesus was God - I’m not.” This justification leads to 
personal defeat and a denial of the power of Christ. Understanding Jesus was fully human (Hebrews 4:15) 
encourages us to cast our cares on Him (1 Peter 5:7 ) and walk in victory because of Him (Galatians 2:20).
