1. Priority 1: Become a constructive

Various approaches to the building process:

1. Apathetically

Physically, emotionally, and/or spiritually removed from
what is happening in the home!

2. Lazily Laissez Faire
Engaged in the home, but no direction given. Growth in
the marriage or the kids is not given the attention needed!

3. Dangerously

Emphasis is placed on temporal things while eternal
values and goals are forgotten!

4. Repeatedly Rationalizing
Changes that should be made are identified, but they are
not made because of our own self-centered excuses!

5. Comprehensively
Actively engaged and on-guard, promoting biblical
values and thinking with the goal of preparing for the
storms that will come!
