If he hears you have gained your brother and the matter ends.
If he refuses to hear them move to #3.

3. Tell it to the .v.17

If he hears the church you have gained your brother and the matter ends.
If he refuses to hear the church he is to be considered as a heathen and tax collector.

The ‘keys of the kingdom’ first given to Peter and defined as power to bind and loose have usually been
understood as authority to oversee doctrine and impose discipline. This authority was given by Christ to the church in general and to
its ordained leadership in particular.”
