Scripture References

Matthew 3:1 Now in those days John the Baptist came, preaching in
the wilderness of Judea, saying, 2 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven
is at hand.” 3 For this is the one referred to by Isaiah the prophet
when he said, “THE VOICE OF ONE CRYING IN THE
WILDERNESS, ‘MAKE READY THE WAY OF THE LORD,
MAKE HIS PATHS STRAIGHT!’” 4 Now John himself had a
garment of camel’s hair and a leather belt around his waist; and his
food was locusts and wild honey. 5 Then Jerusalem was going out to
him, and all Judea and all the district around the Jordan; 6 and they
were being baptized by him in the Jordan River, as they confessed
their sins.     7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees
coming for baptism, he said to them, “You brood of vipers, who
warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 8 Therefore bear fruit in
keeping with repentance . . . 10 The axe is already laid at the root of
the trees; therefore every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down
and thrown into the fire.

John 1:29 The next day he saw Jesus coming to him and said,
“Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world! 30
This is He on behalf of whom I said, ‘After me comes a Man who has
a higher rank than I, for He existed before me.’ 31 I did not recognize
Him, but so that He might be manifested to Israel - I came baptizing
in water.” 32 John testified saying, “I have seen the Spirit descending
as a dove out of heaven, and He remained upon Him. 33 I did not
recognize Him - but He who sent me - to baptize in water - said to
me, ‘He upon whom you see the Spirit descending and remaining
upon Him, this is the One who baptizes in the Holy Spirit.’ 34 I
myself have seen, and have testified - that this is the Son of God.”

John 3:17 For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the
world, but that the world might be saved through Him. 18 He who
believes in Him is not judged; he who does not believe has been
judged already, because he has not believed in the name of the only
begotten Son of God. 19 This is the judgment, that the Light has come
into the world, and men loved the darkness rather than the Light, for
their deeds were evil. 



Proverbs 2:14 Who delight in doing evil And rejoice in the perversity
of evil;

Psalm 51:1 Be gracious to me, O God, according to Your
lovingkindness; According to the greatness of Your compassion blot
out my transgressions. 2 Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity And
cleanse me from my sin. 3 For I know my transgressions, And my sin
is ever before me. 4 Against You, You only, I have sinned And done
what is evil in Your sight, So that You are justified when You speak
And blameless when You judge.  5 Behold, I was brought forth in
iniquity, And in sin my mother conceived me. 6 Behold, You desire
truth in the innermost being, And in the hidden part You will make
me know wisdom. 

1 Corinthians 1:18 For the word of the cross is foolishness to those
who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of
God. 19 For it is written, “I WILL DESTROY THE WISDOM OF
THE WISE, AND THE CLEVERNESS OF THE CLEVER I WILL
SET ASIDE.” 20 Where is the wise man? Where is the scribe? Where
is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of
the world? 21 For since in the wisdom of God the world through its
wisdom did not come to know God, God was well-pleased through
the foolishness of the message preached to save those who believe. 22
For indeed Jews ask for signs and Greeks search for wisdom; 23 but
we preach Christ crucified, to Jews a stumbling block and to Gentiles
foolishness, 24 but to those who are the called, both Jews and Greeks
- Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. . . . 30  by His
doing you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us wisdom from God,
and righteousness and sanctification, and redemption,

1 Corinthians 2:7 but we speak God’s wisdom in a mystery, the
hidden wisdom which God predestined before the ages to our glory; 8
the wisdom which none of the rulers of this age has understood; for if
they had understood it they would not have crucified the Lord of
glory; 

Romans 3:10 as it is written, 
“THERE IS NONE RIGHTEOUS, NOT EVEN ONE; 

11 THERE IS NONE WHO UNDERSTANDS, THERE IS NONE
WHO SEEKS FOR GOD;
12 ALL HAVE TURNED ASIDE, TOGETHER THEY HAVE
BECOME USELESS; THERE IS NONE WHO DOES GOOD,
THERE IS NOT EVEN ONE.”
13 “THEIR THROAT IS AN OPEN GRAVE, WITH THEIR
TONGUES THEY KEEP DECEIVING,” “THE POISON OF ASPS
IS UNDER THEIR LIPS”; 14 “WHOSE MOUTH IS FULL OF
CURSING AND BITTERNESS”;
15 “THEIR FEET ARE SWIFT TO SHED BLOOD,
16 DESTRUCTION AND MISERY ARE IN THEIR PATHS,
17 AND THE PATH OF PEACE THEY HAVE NOT KNOWN.
18 “THERE IS NO FEAR OF GOD BEFORE THEIR EYES.”
19 Now we know that whatever the Law says, it speaks to those who
are under the Law, so that every mouth may be closed and all the
world may become accountable to God; 20 because by the works of
the Law no flesh will be justified in His sight; for through the Law
comes the knowledge of sin.

Romans 3:23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24
being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is
in Christ Jesus; 25 whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in
His blood through faith. . .  28 For we maintain that a man is justified
by faith apart from works of the Law. 

Romans 4:2 For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something
to boast about, but not before God. 3 For what does the Scripture say?
“ABRAHAM BELIEVED GOD, AND IT WAS CREDITED TO
HIM AS RIGHTEOUSNESS.” 4 Now to the one who works, his
wage is not credited as a favor, but as what is due. 5 But to the one
who does not work, but believes in Him who justifies the ungodly, his
faith is credited as righteousness, 6 just as David also speaks of the
blessing on the man to whom God credits righteousness apart from
works: 7 “BLESSED ARE THOSE WHOSE LAWLESS DEEDS
HAVE BEEN FORGIVEN, AND WHOSE SINS HAVE BEEN
COVERED. 8 “BLESSED IS THE MAN WHOSE SIN THE LORD
WILL NOT TAKE INTO ACCOUNT.”
