4. Read Acts 13:48-49.  How can this passage both encourage you in your resolve 
to share the gospel, as well as change your perspective and expectations? 

5. Read Acts 13:50-52.  What types of things do you imagine the Holy Spirit 
reminded these disciples of to keep them so joyful in the midst of evangelistic 
opposition?
