Ministry Friendships (1) 
Romans 16:1–2 

 
Paul made an appeal to the Christians at Rome to join with him in his ministry. 
 
Paul concludes his letter to the church at Rome in a personal way, by making note of 
certain individuals he served in ministry with. 
 
I commend to you Phoebe our sister, who is a servant of the church in Cenchrea,  

• Cenchrea was the port city for Corinth providing further proof that the epistle of 
Romans was written from Corinth on Paul’s third missionary journey (Acts 18–21). 

• Church is used four times (v. 1, 4, 5, 23) as a title for the assembly of the saints.  

• Phoebe is said to serve the church in Cenchrea and not at Corinth or every “church” 
in general. This gives further support to a distinct recognized independent local 
church and a Christian’s individual membership in a specific church. 

• The name Phoebe was originally a pagan name meaning radiant or shining one.  

• Phoebe was probably a Gentile convert of Paul’s. 

• Phoebe is called a sister which puts her in equal standing with the brethren. 

• Phoebe was probably the carrier of Paul’s letter to the church at Rome. 

• Letters of recommendation are used to verify a Christian’s character, or a Christian 
minister’s qualifications, or a Christian ministry’s reputation.  

• Ignoring letters of recommendation can be dangerous - 3 John 1:9–10 

• Some consider Phoebe a deaconess.  

• It would be an overreach to conclude this verse teaches that women can hold the 
office of deacon in the church. 

• Phoebe being called a servant of the church describes who she was and what she 
did rather than a position she held. 

 
that you may receive her in the Lord in a manner worthy of the saints, and assist her in 
whatever business she has need of you; for indeed she has been a helper of many and of 
myself also.  

• Paul recommends that the church give Phoebe full status as a member. 

• Phoebe was a patron helper of Paul and the gospel ministry.  

• A patron helper was the one who provided the means so that the client was free to 
pursue their work. 

• Paul asks the church at Rome to provide Phoebe with whatever she needs. 

• Phoebe was a capable and sacrificial and Paul recommended the church turn her 
loose and get behind whatever ministry work she did. 

 
God calls some of the brothers and sisters to stand out from among the brethren in 
ministry. And he calls the rest of us to support them any way we can.
